City Council met in Regular Session at 7:00 p.m. on the above date with Mayor Kroll presiding.  The roll was called showing the following members of the City Council present:

Also present:    Donovan Dontje,  Roberto Arriaga,  Sonia Chandler,  Bob and Marlene Seitz, Dave Robinson, Clint Fichter, and Roger Heilig,
On motion by Honeywell and 2nd by Schlueter, the May 05, 2015 agenda was approved.  Roll call: All ayes; motion carried. 
Mayor Kroll asked if there were any conflicts of interest; none.
              During the Public Forum, Bob Seitz stated he supported the council’s suggestion to rezone the Trailer Park to R2.  Dave Robinson, part-owner of the Corn Crib, asked if the City workers could get 50% of their gas at the Crib.
On motion by Rihner and seconded by Osbahr, the following items contained in the Consent Agenda were approved and adopted.

A roll call vote was had which was unanimous in favor of the motion and the Consent Agenda items were approved and adopted.
Public hearing on 2015 Budget Amendment was held in accordance with the law.  Hearing no objections from tax payers, Mayor Kroll closed the hearing at 7:35pm. 
  On motion by Schlueter, 2nd by Osbahr, Resolution 0515, A Resolution AMENDING THE CURRENT BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 2015 was passed.     Roll call:  All ayes; motion carried.

Deputy Donovan Dontje discussed some vandalism that was done at the park restrooms; Donovan introduced Roberto Arriaga and said he admitted to doing the damage.  Roberto apologized to the council and said he would repay $100 and agreed to do 25 hours of Community Service which will include such things as cleaning the park restrooms and helping with Community Events such as the Shelby 5k and Fun Days.  Under this agreement with the council, there will be no reports to Juvenile Court, if Roberto completes his agreement.

The council reviewed a concept plan from Snyder’s for a Pedestrian trail Improvement and addition for a project total of $252,357.56.  Karen will work on several grant opportunities to help fund this project.  Goal to start in Fiscal year 2016.

On motion by Schlueter, 2nd by Honeywell, the action plan for the Trailer Park is: 1. Dave Robinson will send a 60 day notice to remove nuisance property owner, 2) Clint will work with City employee to inspect vacant three trailers, and 3) the Zoning Board will meet to do a text amendment to make trailer park zoning a conditional use.     Roll call:  All ayes; motion carried

On motion by Richmond, 2nd by Osbahr,   Dylan Kiesel was accepted on the Shelby Volunteer Fire & Rescue Department, pending background and drug test.    Roll Call:  All ayes; motion carried.
